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Included in this article is our mid-year exam schedule.  All content areas are working toward common 

assessments for courses that are 50% performance based and truly reflect their learning experience 

for the first half of the school year.  These exams will be cumulative and challenging.  Teachers will be 

conducting reviews; however students should begin their advance preparation as soon as possible on 

a full year one credit course. The exam will count toward 10% of the final grade. 

In order to provide maximum opportunity to prepare for each exam, a half day schedule will be used 

and students will be required to be in school only when they have an exam.  Buses will pick up at the 

regular times.  It is expected that most students will arrange for personal transportation, however three 

buses will be available at 11:00AM for general drop offs throughout Burrillville.  A bus will also be 

available at 1:52PM.  Late buses will not be scheduled during exams.
