Presidential scholarship. Students must be in the top 30% of their class
and have a combined SAT score (verbal and math only) of 1100 or
greater.

College bound seniors must be sure to request transcripts for every
college they are applying to. Transcripts as well as the college
application and any recommendation letters that the college requires
must be submitted t o the college by the application deadline. The
guidance office requires one week to process your final transcript, so be
sure to request it early.

Students interested in taking the SAT's in January must register at
www.collegeboard.com/mysat by December 15th. If you want your SAT
scores on your transcripts, be sure to include the Burrillville High School
Code (400055) when ¢ ompleting your SAT application.
