The month of February has been designated 

as National Teen Violence Awareness and 

Prevention month. Students in Ms. 

DeMasco’s and Mr. Wignot’s classes have 

been taking part in “Teen Choices: A 

Program for Healthy, Non Violent 

Relationships” – an interactive program 

designed to prevent teen dating violence 

and peer violence. This program is funded by 

the National Institute of Mental Health.  

Burrillville is one of only 20 High Schools in 

Rhode Island testing this program. 

One in three teens are victims of physical 

dating violence. 2 in 3 teens experience 

some kind of emotional abuse by the people 

they date. The teen choices program is 

designed to help High School students 

develop and use healthy relationship skills to 

prevent dating violence. The computer 

program includes questions, individualized 

feedback, videos, and personal stories 

meant to educate and motivate students to 

use healthy relationship skills. The program 

is delivered in (3) – 30 to 40 minute class 

time sessions about one month apart during 

the school year. The program focuses on 

keeping one self safe – and for those who 

have experienced dating violence, the 

program encourages help seeking.

S.T.E.P. Up to Success at BHS 

SHORT TERM EDUCATIONAL PLACEMENT ALTERNATIVE PROGRAM  

BHS is very pleased to announce the opening of our S.T.E.P. (Short Term Educational Placement) program, a collaborative effort 

with the Northern Rhode Island Collaborative.  The program serves as an administrative option to out of district placement and 

targets students struggling with chronic behavior issues that disrupt both their own academic performance as well as the other 

students in the classroom.  The S.T.E.P. program will be located on site at BHS but staffed by an experienced 2 member team 

from NRIC.   The 6 to 8 students placed in the program are expected to benefit from an environment that, although self-

contained and highly structured, will be less restrictive than a separate school setting.  It is also expected to better facilitate a 

student’s transition back into the general education setting.  The program will serve 6 to 8 students and very clear criteria for 

entering and exiting the program will be followed.  We welcome Mrs. Tara Staples, the special education teacher, and Mr. Boly 

Un, the behavior specialist, in the S.T.E.P. program to BHS.
