BHS National Honor Society  

 

 

The purpose of the National Honor Society is to create enthusiasm for scholarship, to stimulate a desire to 

render service, to promote leadership and to develop character in students.  The National Honor Society is 

under the sponsorship and supervision of the National Association of Secondary School Principals (NASSP).  

Selection for membership is by a majority vote of a faculty council and is based on outstanding scholarship, 

leadership, service and character.  To be eligible for membership, the candidate must be a member of the 

junior or senior class and have been in attendance at BHS at least the equivalent of one semester.  The 

selection process is as follows:  

Á Candidates must have achieved a cumulative scholarship average of 3.70 (on a 5.0 scale) as 
defined in the National Honor Society Handbook.  

Á Candidates will submit a résumé and an essay and participate in a short interview to provide 
information regarding leadership, service, and character.  The résumé should not be 
considered an “application” for membership but a working document for use by the faculty 
council. Essays and interviews will be used to supplement the resume to support the 
strength of a student’s candidacy.  

Á Candidates who receive a majority vote of acceptance by the faculty council will be inducted 
into the National Honor Society.  

Once selected, members have the responsibility to continue to demonstrate the qualities of scholarship, 

leadership, service and character.  Members are required to attend regular meeting and participate in both 

chapter and individual service projects.  A National Honor Society member who transfer to BHS and brings a 

letter from the former principal or chapter advisor shall be accepted automatically as a member of the BHS 

chapter.  Transfer members must meet the new chapter’s standards within one semester in order to retain 

membership or its benefits.
